Arrive in Buenos Aires and transfer to your hotel,

Buenos Aires is Argentina’s largest city, capital, and its political, economic, and

cultural center. As the second-largest city in the Southern Hemisphere and the

most Europeanized city in Latin America, it is often referred to as the "Paris of

South America". The city is nestled on the banks of the Rio de la Plata, across

from Uruguay, with the Pampas grasslands to the west, often referred to as the
"world’s breadbasket."

Buenos Aires City Tour + Evening Tango Show

In the morning, explore Buenos Aires: visit the Colon Theatre (one of the world’s
top three opera houses), the Avenue of the 9th of July, the Obelisk, the Plaza de
Congreso, the Plaza de Mayo, the Presidential Palace (Casa Rosada), the Buenos
Aires Cathedral, San Telmo Antique Market, La Boca district, Caminito Street (the
birthplace of tango), Puerto Madero, the elegant Woman’s Brldge and the
floating casino on the Rio de la Plata.

In the afternoon, visit Paléfmn Park, the Rose Garden, Recoleta (the aristocratic
neighborhood), and the _:"_'Ziﬁ_'ﬁ'lezta Cemetery, where the famous grave of Evita

Peron is - located.

Fly to Iguazu + City Tour

Fly from Buenos Aires to Iguazu and transfer to your hotel.

Iguazu, located at the meeting point of Argentina, Brazil, and Paraguay, boasts a
unigue blend of cultures from these three countries. A key attraction is the Triple
Frontier, where the Parana and Iguazu rivers meet, forming a T-shaped border
between the three nations. Each country has placed a monument with its national
colors along the border. Enjoy views across the river to the neighboring countries.
You can also visit local craft shops or stroll through botanical gardens

Explore Iguazu National Park + Fly Back to Buenos Aires

In the morning, visit Iguazt National Park and explore the majestic Iguazu Falls,
composed of 275 individual waterfalls. Take a leisurely walk along scenic mountain
trails by the river, marveling at the powerful waterfalls, misty spray,-and occasional
rainbows. Experience the awe-inspiring natural wonder from the catwalks directly
in front of the towering falls. For thrill-seekers (optional, at additional cost),
embark on an adventurous boat ride through the Devil’s Throat falls, where you’ll
feel the exhilarating force of the cascading water.

DAY 5

Day Trip to Colonia, Uruguay

Early in the morning, depart at 6:30 AM from the hotel to the port. After
completing immigration formalities, board the 8:30 AM ferry for a 1-hour ride
across the Rio de la Plata to Colonia, Uruguay. Colonia, a 17th-century
Portuguese city, is recognized as a World Heritage Site by UNESCO for its
well-preserved colonial architecture. Upon arrival, tour the old town of Colonia,
visiting landmarks such as San Benito Church, Plaza 1811, Calle de los Suspiros,
and the iconic Campo Gate. As you stroll through the ancient streets, you will feel
the strong colonial influence. Lunch will be served at a local restaurant. In the late
afternoon, aboard the ferry back to Buenos Aires, arriving at the port around 6:00
PM. Transfer to your hotel for the night.

DAY 6

Day Trip to an Estancia (Farm)

After breakfast, embark on a day trip to a traditional Argentine estancia from
10:00 AM to 6:00 PM. Ride horses, take a carriage ride, and taste the gauchos’
signature wines. Enjoy a traditional barbecue feast, watch gaucho folk
performances, and marvel at equestrian displays. The vast Pampas grasslands are
home to the rugged gauchos, a mixed-race people of Spanish and Indigenous
descent, who are known for their skills in_hersemanship and. their pastoral
lifestyle. Many estates and ranches near Buenos Aires have been developed as
tourist attractions, offering visitors a chance to explore gaucho culture. At the
estancia, you can tour the gauchos’ homes, purchase handmade crafts, enjoy a
traditional barbecue and mate tea, and witness their impressive horseback riding
skills. Spend the day soaking in the rich culture and lifestyle of the Argentine
countryside.
